® Lightly attach the blade irons to the
motor with screws found in
the X hardware bag, then securely
tighten after both screws are attached.
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Your blades are shielded with Dust Armor® which
is a nanotechnology coating that repels dust. For

Switch Housing

Screw two (2) housing assembly screws

from the = hardware bag halfway into

the mounting plate. It does not matter
which two screw holes you choose.

Feed the optional light kit wires through
the center hole of the upper switch
housing, then wrap keyhole slots around
the screws and twist counterclockwise.
