2. Insert the 3 cable wire organizer to the leadwire and to the adjacent aircraft cable. (See Figure -02)
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3. Insert the aircraft cables on the cable gripper attached on the canopy. (See Figure -03)
4. insert the lead wire on the coupling attached on the canopy. {See Figure 03)

5. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in the outlet box ar
the green screw on the mounting plate.

9. Scatter the 3 cable organizer throughout the aircraft cable length. (See Figure-04)
Then tighten the screw on the cable wire organizer to the aircraft cable o
keep the leadwire straight.
